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Financial and Administrative Policy
2026-2027

Dear Parents,

We are pleased to welcome your sons and daughters to our school and assure you that we exert every effort to provide the
best possible services for our students. Following are the financial policies for the academic year 2026-2027. Please note
that you can complete the payments online by visiting www.aca.edu.kw.

Please note that the tuition fees can be increased subject to Decision of the Ministry of
Education - General Administration of Private Education for the increment in tuition fees.

First: Annual Tuition Fees:

Registration fee KD 100 /- (Non-Refundable) to be paid upon registration or re-enrollment which is part of the tuition fee.
The tuition fees are to be paid according to the below dates:

You can pay by logging into your Edunation account as well as through the school's cashier.
Please note that cash payments are not accepted.

The registration or re- enrollment fee paid will be deducted from the first installment.

To re- enrollment for the new academic year 2026-2027 The Second installment 2025-2026 must be paid in full.

The student cannot re-enroll for the new academic year if there are due tuition fees pending from previous years.

To register or re-enroll students for the new academic year, parents need to follow the abovementioned dates for completing the
installments in case of seats available at the beginning of the academic year, registration fee will be paid by the applicant and the first
installment.

To receive report cards, it is important to note that all payments are completed according to the schedule of payments.

All reports cards will be electronic (online) and in addition to that fourth quarter report cards will be distributed.

Second: Transportation Fees & School Uniform:

We apologize as the transportation service will not be offered by the school. A bus company may be available for the parents to contact
directly, and under their responsibility, or they can contact any other contractor, but under their full responsibility.
All students will be required to wear the ACA uniform. Uniforms will be available for purchase.

Third: Withdrawal:

In case of withdrawal, the following procedures shall apply:

1. The registration fees non-refundable (As per Ministry of Education - Private Education's Policies).

2. Students who paid 100/- K.D. registration fees but did not attend school will not be refunded.

3. Students who withdrew from the first school day to December 31% shall pay 40% of the tuition fees, including the registration
fees.

4. Students who withdraw from January 1% to March 31 shall pay 70% of the tuition fees, including the registration fees.

5. Students who withdraw from April 1% shall pay the tuition fees in full.

6. In case the student wishes to return to school, after completing the withdrawal procedures, during the same academic year, the
student will be registered as a new student following the financial policy.

Fourth: Delaved Enrollment:

1. There will be no discount for delayed enrollment during the first semester.
2. Students enrolled during the second semester will be eligible for 20% discount.

Fifth: Parent/Student Handbook:

It is the goal of the American Creativity Academy to provide a safe and high-quality learning environment for all students. It is the
responsibility of all parents to adhere to the "Parent/Student Handbook" as published at the beginning of the 2026-2027 academic year. It
is the responsibility of the parents to review the Parent/Student Handbook online, at www.aca.edu.kw. By signing below, it is understood
that adherence to these policies is part of the enrollment process for all parents.

ACA has the right to adjust the policy under any circumstance.

ACA has the right to post students’ photos in social media and school publications. (Except if the guardian notifies the
school in writing and in advance).

Sixth: Parents’ Code of Conduct:

We thank you for your continuing support of the school. The Academy welcomes discussions, questions, suggestions, and constructive
criticism about the benefit of the Academy. We expect parents to adhere to the code of conduct found in the Parent/Student
handbook. We always trust that parents will assist the school with the implementation of the code of conduct.

Seventh: Attendance & Absence:

Accepted students must attend school within the first four days of the official start of the school year. Parents must inform ACA in writing
in advance if their child will be late for the beginning of the academic year. On the fifth day of absence without notification to the school,
the child will be dropped from the school registration, and the seat will be given to another child.

Eighth: General Conditions:

1. Signing the financial policy OR acceptance of the policy through online registration services, payment of seat reservation or any
other fees by the parent means that the parent has agreed to all its articles without any reluctance.

2. The signing of the financial policy by the father or mother means that the father or mother is eligible to sign and committed to

all the articles mentioned in the financial policy without recourse to the school in any way.

In case the sponsor does not complete the tuition payment, the father is the party responsible to complete the tuition payment.

4. Re-enrollment of your son/daughter for the academic year 2026-2027, or payment of registration fees, or acceptance of your
child to the school, or providing seats are not considered proof of commitment of the parent to complete the payment of the
tuition for previous years or the current year. The only proof of commitment is the receipt from the school stating the payment
of fees or a financial clearance from the school.

5. The official communication tools used between parents and the school are SMS through the father’s phone or the email address
provided to us. It is the responsibility of the parents to update their information on our systems.

6. ACA will not consider reenrollment or enrollment and reserve seats for students unless parents have clearance letter or original
receipts to prove that all previous years’ financial balance as well as current year tuition is cleared. The school has the right to
cease students’ reenrollment and students’ transferring files for the academic year 2026/2027 until school tuition is fully paid.

7. According to MOE guidelines, the father has sole authority to sign all registration forms except in case of death. Please provide
a copy of the death certificate. The custodian of the student is responsible for continuing the registration / re- enrollment
procedure

8. In case of divorce, please provide the final custody documents if the guardian will sign the registration forms.

9. The parents are responsible for all the information provided and documents without any liability on the school.
